Episode 183

Amanda – Yeah; I won’t be long!

Kelsey – *From behind the door* Are you alright in there?

Amanda – Yes; of course I am! 

Amanda looks at herself in the mirror and a tear rolls down her cheek

In Ryan’s living room with Ryan sat down on the sofa; Rach enters

Rach – Do you want breakfast?

Ryan – I’m not hungry. Thanks.

Rach sighs sadly and exits; Ryan turns on the TV by the remote and a tear rolls down his cheek
In Amanda’s living room with Becky and Diane looking at the Christmas Tree

Becky – It’s got—Character!

Diane – It’s hideous!

Kelsey enters and looks through her bag

Diane – It’s not a Christmas Tree; it’s a fire hazard!

Becky – At least she’s making an effort!

Amanda – *From the corridor* Bathroom’s free!

Amanda enters and Diane starts taking some decorations off the Christmas Tree

Amanda – Mum, what are you doing?

Diane – Getting rid of these useless decorations; what were you thinking, Amanda?!

Amanda – There’s nothing wrong in making an effort, is there?

Becky – Yeah; that’s exactly what I said, Mum!

Diane – This is you making an effort, is it? I was worried if it might be another example of you behaving erratically! 

Amanda – What do you mean by “Erratically”?

Diane – Running around all hours, drinking too much; letting your kids roam wild!
Amanda – You’re lecturing me? 

Diane – I’m worried about you.

Amanda – Well, I’m fine; my kids are fine! The only thing running wild around here, Mum; is your imagination, and the only thing that you should be worried about is finding somewhere else to live!

Kelsey looks under the sofas

Amanda – Kelsey, what are you doing?

Kelsey – Looking for money! 

Amanda – Oh, for lunch; yes—Right, how much do you need?

Kelsey – Twenty Quid.

Amanda – You’re still going on about them shoes?

Kelsey – Yeah; the sale ends today!

Amanda – Well I told you; NO!

Kelsey – Yeah; I got the message!

Amanda – Right and you think that you’ll find Twenty Quid under the sofa, do you?

Kelsey – Yeah; well I would’ve borrowed it off Jasmine but I don’t know where she is, because she didn’t come home last night! I thought you knew?

Diane – Well, as long as she’s not running wild—!

Amanda puts her hand on her head panicking, sighing  

In Izzy’s living room with Oliver on the phone

Oliver – What do you mean he knows?

Rach – *On the phone* Well I couldn’t just lie to him, could I?

Oliver – But—What if he tells someone? He could tell anyone!

Rach – *On the phone* He swore on mine and his friendship that he wouldn’t; he has nothing against you, Oliver!

Oliver – But this could turn him against me, couldn’t it? It makes me look like I’m manipulating you!

Rach – *On the phone* If you aren’t manipulating me, then there’s nothing to worry. I’ll speak to you later, yeah? We definitely need a catch-up!

Oliver hangs up as Sarah enters

Sarah – Who was that then?

Oliver – Secretary at the Hospital; she just gave some confidential information; that’s all!

Oliver exits and Sarah rolls her eyes, walking into the corridor; exiting
In Amanda’s living room with Diane and Kelsey sat down on the sofa and Amanda enters

Amanda – I just got hold of Ryan and he’s not seen her; he thinks that she went clubbing or something!

Becky enters on her mobile; she looks at it, sighing

Becky – She just keeps going straight to voicemail.

Amanda – Why didn’t you tell us about this earlier, Kelsey?! 

Kelsey – Well it’s not like it’s the first time she’s ran off; she’s doing it to get attention and it’s working as usual! 

Kelsey stands

Diane – She’s got a point there.

The phone rings and Amanda answers it

Amanda – Jasmine—?! Look, how many times do I have to tell you? Stop calling me!

Amanda hangs up; rolling her eyes

Amanda – It’s—It’s just double glazing!

Kelsey – Mum, calm down—!

Amanda – Kelsey, what are you still doing here? You should be at School!

Kelsey – I just wanted to—

Amanda – Kelsey, for goodness sake; if you want those shoes badly enough then you just find a way don’t you?

Kelsey scoffs and exits; the phone rings

Amanda – Don’t answer that, alright?

Becky – But it might be Jasmine!

Diane answers the phone, sighing

Amanda – MUM—!

Diane – Hello? Yeah!

Diane stands 

Diane – OK; yeah! What? No.

Diane hangs up, looking at Amanda

Diane – That was Mr. Woods; you’re wanted at work!

Amanda – Well I’m not going to work until she—

Diane – Yes you are; you need to earn a living. Becky will look for Jasmine.

Amanda – But—!

Diane – No “but’s!” We’re your family, and we’re going to help you whether you like it or not. You need to get a grip, Amanda.

Amanda – I’m not letting any of my kids run wild.

Amanda exits and Diane rolls her eyes

In Ryan’s living room with Ryan sat down on the sofa, Rach enters holding a plate with Sandwiches on it; she places it on the table in front of Ryan and sits down next to him

Rach – You never loved me, Ryan; I had to come clean some time and—

Ryan – You only lied so that me and Jasmine could argue, didn’t you?

Rach – I—Yeah; I don’t know what I was thinking.

Ryan – No, neither do I.

Ryan stands

Rach – What about your breakfast? Where are you going?

Ryan – As far away from here as possible!

Ryan exits and Rach puts her hand on her head, sighing; picking up the phone, dialling a number 
In the Marketplace with Amanda and another woman stood at the Flower Stall; Amanda puts her mobile to her ear

Amanda – Jasmine, it’s me—AGAIN; just call me as soon as you get this, yeah?

Amanda hangs up, sighing and Kieran enters, walking over to her 

Kieran – Are you alright, Mum?

Amanda – Yes; why wouldn’t I be?

Kieran – Well I just saw Kelsey; she’s not happy.

Amanda – She’s a fifteen year old girl, Kieran; she’s never happy! 

Izzy enters, walking over to the Stall

Izzy – Are you alright, Amanda?

Amanda – I swear, the next person that asks me that—!

Izzy – I heard that Jasmine’s missing?

Amanda – She’s not missing; she just hasn’t come home yet, alright?! 

Amanda’s mobile rings and she puts it to her ear

Amanda – JASMINE! Becky? Yeah; hang on, I’m coming.

Amanda hangs up and exits

In the shop with Imane holding a Basket of food and drink; she turns and Liz enters, pushing Joseph in his pram
Liz – Imane, please—

Imane – I should go now, I’m—

Liz – Imane, please; don’t go.

Imane – What do you want, Liz? Your Son ruined my life; and you knew about it; you knew about the affair, both you and Sean! I’ve never felt so betrayed in my life.

Liz – What? Including when Lorna got Leanne taken away from you for the first time?

Imane – How do you—?

Liz – Gossip goes around quite quick in this place; some people forget about this kind of stuff—Leanne—But, I feel as you; as a Mother, I feel like—Like I feel how you do.
Imane – And you’ve been betrayed by your partner, have you? You’ve been betrayed by Sean?

Liz – I—Pay for your things and come back to my flat, Imane; I’ll tell you there.

Imane looks at Liz puzzled 
In Amanda’s living room with Becky and Diane facing Amanda; Becky’s holding Jasmine

Becky – She left it in the Pub; Amy told me that she said that she lost it so some people went off to the club! 

Amanda – But why would it be at the club?

Becky – Because she stayed there.

Amanda – What? Alone?! 

Becky – N—No. 

Amanda – So we don’t know where my Daughter is; we don’t who she’s with—!

Diane – It could be worse.

Amanda – Really?! HOW?!

There’s a knock at the door and Amanda, Becky and Diane walk into the corridor; Amanda opens the door and a policeman enters

Amanda – Is this about Jasmine?!

Police Officer – Who’s Jasmine? 

Amanda – My Daughter, she—!

Police Officer – She said that her name was Kelsey.

Kelsey steps next to the Police Officer

Diane – How about that? It got worse!

Amanda looks at Kelsey madly, shaking her head

In a Bedsit with a Man and Jasmine asleep in bed

Jasmine – Ryan? Ryan—?

Jasmine sits up and looks at the man

Jasmine – Who are you?

Man – Not Ryan; although, I’m beginning to wish I was!

The Man laughs and Jasmine looks around the bedsit puzzled

In Izzy’s living room with Deborah and Sarah sat down on the sofa watching TV; Izzy enters

Izzy – Amanda’s gone crazy!

Deborah – Really? What’s wrong with her?

Izzy – I just saw her out in the marketplace; she was shaking!

Deborah – Well, it is cold outside—

Izzy – No; but this—This is like you, Mum; how you were like!

Deborah – Could she—?

Sarah – Don’t even mention Cancer in here, Auntie Deborah; it’s like a plague upon our family.

Deborah – Sarah—!

Sarah – You can’t deny it; it is.

Izzy – You could be next, Sarah.

Sarah looks at Izzy in horror and she stands; walking into the corridor, picking up the phone; there’s a voicemail and she plays it

Rach – *Voicemail* Oliver, it’s me; Ryan promised that he won’t tell a soul about our Affair. 

There’s a beep and Sarah looks up in shock; deleting the message and putting it back on the small table, walking back into the living room, exiting
In the bedsit with the Man stood at the door holding a Bottle of Wine; Jasmine’s looking through her handbag

Jasmine – Where’s my phone?

Man – You lost it last night. Remember?

Jasmine – I think it’s probably best if I just—Get out of here!

Man – You don’t know where here is, do you? Out of control; you are!

Jasmine – I’m not out of control.

Man – What’s my name?

Jasmine – Can you—Can you just call me a cab, please?

The Man laughs, exiting and Jasmine sighs madly; putting her coat on 
In Amanda’s living room with Diane sat on a separate sofa to Kelsey and Becky 

Becky – It’s alright, Kelsey, yeah?

Amanda enters

Amanda – What have you got to say for yourself?

Becky – Go easy on her, Mum!

Amanda – Stay out of this, Rebecca. Well—? 

Kelsey – Sorry.

Amanda – You’re sorry? For what? What part are you sorry for? The shop lifting? The criminal damage?!

Diane – Don’t forget the bit about fleeing a crime scene!

Amanda – All that; just for a pair of shoes, Kelsey; what were you thinking?!

Kelsey – That I wanted a new pair of shoes.

Amanda – Don’t act smart with me. This is the second time that the Police have brought you home; YOU COULD’VE BEEN PROSECUTED AND WHAT DID YOU THINK YOU WERE DOING?!

Kelsey – Well, you told me to do it!

Amanda – WHAT?!

Kelsey – I was showing some “initiative” for once in my life; do you remember?!

Amanda – No; don’t you dare put this on me.

Kelsey – No; we all wouldn’t want that now, would we?

Amanda – Right, that’s enough—!

Kelsey – GOOD!

Kelsey stands and walks to the door; Amanda grabs her arm

Amanda – Where do you think you’re going, young Lady? What the hell is going on with you?!
Kelsey – Me?! Mum, you want to take a look in the mirror because I’m not the one with the problem!

Kelsey exits and there’s a slam from the front door

Becky – Go after her then!

Diane – Do you need a drink, Amanda?

Amanda – What?

Diane – Your hands; they’re shaking; a sign of withdraw.

The phone rings

Becky – Can I answer that this time?

Becky answers the phone

Becky – Hello? OK; I’ll tell her.

Becky hangs up the phone

Becky – Mr. Woods; saying that some customer claims that you kept getting distracted.

Diane – That could be because of the shaking?

Amanda exits and Becky sighs

Becky – Are you proud of yourself, Nan?

Diane – Kelsey’s right; your Mum DOES need to look in the mirror, and I need a cigarette.

Diane stands; looking through Kelsey’s handbag, Becky stands

Becky – Nan, what are you doing?!

Diane – I’m out of fags!

Becky – That’s Kelsey’s bag—!

Diane – She’s shoplifting; defining authority; stand to reason, she’s smoking!

Diane takes a Positive Pregnancy Test out the handbag and looks at it in shock; Becky looks at it in shock aswell
In Ryan’s corridor with Rach opening the door; Oliver enters and holds Rach; they kiss

Oliver – Oh, I’ve missed this!

Rach – So have I; we definitely need to do this a lot more.

Oliver – I agree.

They kiss again

Oliver – How long will Ryan be gone?

Rach – Ten Minutes or so?
Oliver – Let’s make this a quicky then. 

Rach laughs and they kiss again; stepping into the bedroom, closing the door behind them

Outside the Hotel a Taxi parks in the Car Park and Jasmine steps out the Taxi; paying the Taxi Driver some money; she walks towards the Hotel Doors and Becky runs out the Hotel, entering

Becky – Jasmine, are you okay?! Where were you?!

Jasmine – I—I don’t really know.

Becky sighs and hugs Jasmine

Jasmine – Is—Is Mum okay?

Jasmine looks at Becky; putting her hand on her head

Becky – I don’t know; not really. Will you just go home and wait for Mum?

Jasmine – Why? Where is she?

Becky – I’m not sure; but she said that she needs to be somewhere! 
Jasmine exits; running out the Hotel area and Becky puts her hand on her head, sighing madly
In Liz’s living room with Imane sat down on the sofa; Liz enters holding a bottle of vodka; she sits down next to Imane on the sofa; pouring some of the Vodka in two glasses

Imane – I don’t drink—!

Liz – Neither do I; but I think it’s about time this was useful.

Liz sips her drink

Liz – Sean has betrayed me before; a number of times, before you knew him.

Imane – What did he do?

Liz looks at Imane, sighing

Imane – He—He didn’t kill someone, did he?

Liz – Oh, no; Sean wouldn’t be so stupid to do something like that! 

Imane – So what did he do?

Liz – He Gambled a number of times; he went against my trust.
Imane – Why—Why would he gamble?

Liz – Because we had an argument; a vicious row.

Imane – What about?

Liz – About his Brother.

Imane – Is his Brother a—?

Liz – He’s not a bad man; no, I just don’t trust him. My families been torn apart; first Jordan—Then you leaving and now—Now I’m scared of what’ll happen—What’ll happen if Sean gambles again!

Liz begins to cry and Imane sighs sadly, hugging her; Liz hugs her back, crying
In the Hospital Reception with Jasmine stood in front of the Secretary
Jasmine – Amanda from Habbo Hotel.

Secretary – I can’t see her! 

Dr. Warren enters

Dr. Warren – Jasmine?

Jasmine turns to Dr. Warren

Dr. Warren – Are you okay?

Jasmine – Yeah; I’m fine, it’s my Mum that I’m worried about; she’s meant to be here, isn’t she?

Dr. Warren – Yes she is.

Jasmine – Good, so where is she?

Dr. Warren – I don’t know, I thought that she—

Jasmine – So she’s not here?

Dr. Warren – I can say that she’s not.

Jasmine – So, she’s finished her treatment?

Dr. Warren – I think that you should talk to your Mum.

Jasmine – Yeah, that’s why I’m here; she’s got an appointment, hasn’t she? Or—Hasn’t she shown up? Has she been missing appointments? 

Dr. Warren – Look, you REALLY need to talk to your Mum.

Jasmine looks at Dr. Warren nervously in horror
In Amanda’s Corridor with Diane stood at the door watching Kelsey and Becky hugging, Amanda enters

Diane – About time!

Amanda – Kelsey, darling; I’m so sorry about before.

Kelsey – It’s not you that’s—I broke up with Owen.

Amanda – Did you? Oh, why; what’s happened?

Becky – Where’s Jasmine?

Diane exits, walking into the living room

Becky – She went to find you!
Amanda – Is she alright?

Becky – Yeah; she’s fine!

Kelsey – OH, YOU JUST DON’T CARE!

Kelsey walks into the living room and sits down; Amanda and Becky follow her

Amanda – Of course I do, Kelsey! Come on; tell me what’s happened—

Diane takes a Pregnancy Test from Kelsey’s handbag and passes it to Amanda

Diane – It might have something to do with this; I found it in her bag.
Amanda – You’re—You’re Pregnant?!

Kelsey – No, that’s not—

Amanda – KELSEY, HOW COULD YOU?! HOW COULD YOU BE SO STUPID?! 

Becky – MUM, WHAT IS WRONG WITH YOU?!
