Shirley sits down at the end of the bed, putting her hand on Luna’s arm sadly and she sighs

In the Dirty Duck Pub living room with Jay sat down on the sofa holding Hannah; Lauren enters

Jay – Give us a little smile, Georgina! 

There’s knocking from downstairs

Jay – Leave that, Lauren; I’ll get it!

Lauren – I can’t sleep anyway.

Lauren walks out to the Landing and downstairs to the Bar; she unlocks the front door and opens it, Sasha enters
Sasha – I thought that you were never going to let me in again!

Sasha smiles at Lauren and they hug; Jay enters, walking out from the Staircase holding Hannah

Jay – Meet Georgina.

Sasha – Is that—?

Lauren – Do you know what? Don’t bother, Sasha—

Sasha – Lauren—!

Karen sticks the Sticky Note back on the wall

Meg – What the hell are you saying? 

Shirley – It doesn’t matter now, does it?

Meg stands, looking at Elliot

Meg – Elliot?

Lauren – It’s Hannah.

Elliot – Everything’s going to be alright, Luna. Look, everyone knows about him now so you don’t have to worry anymore; it’s over! Everyone knows what he is now; he’s a low life—

Luna – DON’T SAY THAT!

Elliot – What?

Luna – DON’T CALL HIM THAT!

Luna exits, walking into the bedroom; slamming the door behind her. There’s knocking at the front door and Shirley enters, opening it; DS Josie and two other people are stood in front of her

DS Josie – I call earlier; DS Meadow, DCI Roberts and DC Walker.

Shirley – Yeah; we’ve been expecting you. You’d better come in.

Shirley steps to one side and they walk inside; Shirley closes the door as they walk in

In Karen’s living room with Karen laid down asleep on the sofa. Court enters, holding a Glass of Water and she places it on the table with a packet of tablets; she sits down on a separate sofa to Karen and gets out a picture of Karen, Jamie as a child and her Dad; she looks at Karen and she sighs
In the Hospital Corridor with Rach stood up; leaning against the wall, Nurse Louisa enters

Nurse Louisa – Rachel?

Rach – You said that I could come in to talk to you!

Nurse Louisa – Let’s go somewhere more private—

Rach – I’ve been reading this leaflet—

Rach takes a leaflet out her pocket

Rach – It’s on what not to do and what to do, and I only did the not to do’s; I didn’t do anything right!

Nurse Louisa – Come this way.

Nurse Louisa smiles at Rach, exiting and Rach follows her, exiting  

In Meg’s living room with DS Josie, DCI Roberts and DC sat on a separate sofa to Shirley Meg; Elliot enters

Meg – What’s happening then?

DS Josie – David’s in custody.

Shirley – What’s he saying?

DS Josie – Not a lot.

Izzy enters

Meg – Izzy, give us a sec would you?

Izzy – What are they doing here?

Meg – They’re just here to speak to me.

Elliot – Come on, Izzy.

Elliot pulls Izzy out the room, exiting

Meg – She doesn’t know her Uncle’s been arrested—Temporary—Yet.

Shirley – So, what’s David said?

DS Josie – Nothing; he won’t say a word!

Meg – But he told me that he did it; he admitted it!

DS Josie – He can say what he likes; what we really need is Luna’s statement.

Shirley – She’s not in a fit state right now.

DS Josie – Well, that’s fine! It’s hard enough for people a lot older to talk about this type of thing. Imagine what it’s like for Luna? What we’ll do is we’ll talk to her; we’ll tell her who we are and if she doesn’t want to speak to us, then she won’t have to! We’ll take it all at Luna’s pace; whatever she’s happy with. Court rolls the Dice

Karen picks up the Dice and rolls it; she laughs

Karen – I got a Six! It’s my lucky day! You used to love this when you were little, Courtney; you’d play it all day if you had the chance! 

Court rolls the Dice

Karen – Your Dad loved a board game; I miss all of that. You threw a Dice; you get another go!
Court rolls the Dice again

Karen – Roll again, Court!

Court – Well that wouldn’t be fair would it? 

Karen – Just like your Father; sticking to the rules!

Court – Emma wasn’t though, was she? She always used to cheat and thought that she could get away with it; I remember it! 

Karen rolls the Dice

Karen – Six again! Oh, you’re never going to catch up with me now! We’ll play another game!

Karen smiles at Court and Court looks at her sadly

Ryan – Rach—

Deborah stands

Rach – What did you do, Deborah?

Meg begins to cry and Sarah hugs her, sighing sadly

In Karen’s living room with Court sat down on the sofa; Karen enters, holding a bottle of Wine; she pours some of Two Glasses on the table; she then sits down next to Court on the sofa; they pick up their Glasses

Karen – To my Little Girl Courtney; a brand new year! Long Life and happiness! Now, I know that you said no presents, but I just had to get you a little something!

Karen takes a present out from the under the sofa

Karen – Don’t be cross.

Court – Well, I should really wait until tomorrow when I’m not tired, but—

Court opens the present and she looks at a Digital Camera
Karen – The man in the shop set it all up for me and everything; it’s a good one I promise! You—Do like it, don’t you, Courtney? 

Court – Mum, this has got to go back; it’s too much!

Karen – Nonsense! Now—

Karen takes the Camera from Court

Karen – I’m going to take a photo of you because you look so lovely!

Luna stands; looking away from Meg

Meg – We will do whatever it takes! Please, Meg; you’ve got to talk to them; you can’t let him walk free!

Luna sits back down

Meg – HE WAS MY BOYFRIEND; THE MAN I WANTED TO MARRY!

Luna – I’m sorry!

Meg – But you don’t have to be; it’s not you that has to be sorry THAT’S THE WHOLE POINT; IT’S HIM! He’s not going to be if you don’t speak up; THEY CAN’T PUT HIM AWAY! DO YOU UNDERSTAND ME?!

Luna – YES!
