Episode 217

Ryan – Well I’ll talk to her then; I’ll put her straight.

Rach – No need; I’ve already done it! I told her that it was one of our games; a joke, harmless.

Ryan – You did what?

Rach – I told her the truth.

Ryan – She’s on her own about to give birth and you told her that I asked her to move back in my flat as a JOKE?!

Rach looks at Ryan nervously and Ryan stands up madly

Ryan – I don’t believe this—!

Ryan puts his coat on

Rach – Sit down, Ryan; relax!

Rach stands, looking at Ryan madly

Rach – You’re so boring when you’re like this!
Ryan – You’ve crossed the line, Rach!

Ryan exits, slamming the door behind him

In Derek’s corridor with Shirley looking through her coat as her mobile rings from her pocket; she takes her mobile out and it says, “DAVID CALLING,” and she declines the call, sighing sadly; walking out the flat, exiting; closing the door behind her

In the café with Amanda sat down at a table, Ryan enters running; walking over to Amanda’s table

Ryan – Do you know where Jasmine is?

Amanda – No; she went out a few minutes ago!

Ashleigh enters, walking out the Ladies Toilets, she walks over to Ryan

Ashleigh – What do you want?

Ryan – Nothing! Amanda, can you tell her—Can you just tell her that I’m looking for her?

Ryan exits and Ashleigh sits down opposite Amanda at the table

Ashleigh – What does he want?

Amanda – I don’t know, Ashleigh!

Amanda sips her cup of tea and Ashleigh rolls her eyes, standing up; walking to the till 

In the Park, Jasmine enters holding a Teddy; she throws it in a bin nearby and she holds her stomach in pain, beginning to cry

Jasmine – Not now—Please not now!

Jasmine holds onto one of the swings, crying holding her stomach in pain

In Derek’s Kitchen with Becky and Roxy sat down at the table; Derek enters holding a leaflet

Derek – How would you two like going on Holiday for Two Weeks with your old Dad? 

Becky – We can’t; neither of us!

Derek – Well, why not?

Becky – I’ve got plans.

Derek – What do you mean “plans”? What plans? 

Becky – I’m not going to be around until—

Derek – What? In a few months? Of course you’ll be around!

Becky – No I’m not; I’m going to Italy for a month with my college!

Derek – And why wasn’t I told about this? 
Becky – Grandma; she signed the forms, Dad; I’m going—I’m going next month!
Derek looks at Becky madly and Roxy sighs madly

In the Dirty Duck Pub crowded with people; Amy and Judy are stood behind the Bar; Ryan enters, looking around the Pub

Judy – There he is again; running around like some maniac!

Ryan walks over to the Bar

Ryan – Listen, you two; have you seen Jasmine?

Amy – No, sorry!

Ryan – Alright, thanks.

Ryan exits, sighing sadly

Amy – I hope she’s at home in the front of the TV if I’m honest; be irresponsible for once!

Judy – Why? What does she do?

Amy – She’s out in that market working all hours; not thinking about her Baby or herself!

Judy – Now that’s what I’m talking about! Young women; they usually put their feet up if they’re pregnant, but Jasmine—Tough one she is.

Judy sips her Drink

Outside the Hotel; it begins to rain, Ryan enters, walking out the Hotel; he gets out his mobile, dialling a number and putting it to his ear; a mobile rings nearby and Ryan looks round the corner, walking over to the Park where Jasmine is, sat down on the swing; Ryan looks at her sadly

In Derek’s Kitchen with Roxy and Becky sat down at the table; Derek’s stood nearby them

Becky – You’re just trying to get at Grandma.

Derek – No; I want to spend a bit of time with my Daughters actually! It’s what families do; they go on Holiday together, don’t they? A proper family Holiday!

Becky – We’re not a proper family though, are we?

Derek – Right, so that’s it? No more Holidays all together?

Becky – I’m Eighteen, Dad; I’m grown up!

Derek – So what? I’m still your Dad; Amanda’s still you Mum!

Becky – You’re not married though, are you? 

Derek – Not yet; no, but we’re engaged.

Becky – Dad, Mum DIVORCED you years ago; she showed us the papers; she’s only marrying you to keep this family together!

Jasmine stands
Jasmine – You like a bit of meat on a bone and that’s—

Jasmine holds onto the Picnic Area’s Gate, holding her stomach in pain

Ryan – Jas—?

Jasmine – NO, DON’T TOUCH ME; JUST STAY AWAY FROM ME!

Ryan – Jasmine, please—! Right, I’m going to call them again!

Ryan takes his mobile out his pocket, dialling a number; an ambulance parks in the Car Park and Two Paramedics get out the back of the ambulance 
In the Dirty Duck Pub crowded with people; Judy’s sat down at the Bar opposite Amy, Rach enters; looking around the Pub
