Episode 241

Deborah places the Plate of Toast on the middle of the table. Deborah looks at Izzy

Deborah – Izzy, where were you last night?

Shirley enters

Deborah – You didn’t come back until REALLY early in the morning!

Shirley – Yeah and I could ask the same to YOU, David.

Izzy – Look—

Deborah – Oh, let me guess—The Gang? 

Izzy – No, actually; not the Gang!

David – Don’t lie, Izzy; there’s no point.

David stands, looking at Deborah and Shirley

David – Izzy was with the Gang when I met up with them; they were bossing her around.

Shirley – What?

Deborah – I’m going to kill them.

David – Deborah—!

Deborah – NO! No, I’ve had it with your excuses about these angelic Gang Members; they’ve gone too far this time.

David looks at Deborah madly and Deborah exits, slamming the door behind her

In the Marketplace with Meg stood at the Clothes Stall. Luna enters, walking over to her

Bronwyn – There’s only one problem about this place though.
Audrey – What?

Bronwyn sits down on the bed, sighing sadly

Audrey – Oh, Bronwyn; you don’t mean Tori, do you?

Bronwyn – Yeah, I do.

Audrey – Don’t let that Girl get to you; she’s not worth it.

Bronwyn – Sometimes I think that—That I’m just being pathetic; which I am! I’m pathetic.

Audrey – You’re not pathetic, dear; you’re strong.

Bronwyn – So everyone keeps saying; I mean, I say that I’m strong to my Mum because I want her to be happy; I want her to find that happiness she never had when Dad took me away from her, but—It’s hard.

Audrey – I understand; your Dad, he—

Audrey sits down next to Bronwyn on the bed

Audrey – He was sick; ill.

Izzy sits up on the sofa

Izzy – Mum, I can choose my own friends, you know?

Deborah – Yes, I know you can choose your own friends; but a Gang—THAT Gang; they’re not the “friends” you should choose.

Izzy looks down sadly

Deborah – Please, Izzy—Please don’t go down the same path David did; please!

Izzy stands, looking down at Deborah

Izzy – I—

Lexi enters, standing at the door; Shirley’s stood behind her with her arms folded and Izzy turns to Lexi, then at Deborah

Audrey smiles at Ted and Ted nods with a smile on his face. There’s a knock at a door coming from the corridor

Mavis smiles at Audrey, exiting; closing the door behind her. Audrey sighs, walking into the Living Room, exiting

In Izzy’s Living Room with Deborah and Shirley sat down on separate sofas
Deborah – It looks like we’ve got the same problem then?

Shirley – What?

Deborah – Gangs; our Kids have been dragged into them.

Shirley – Oh, David isn’t a Kid; he—He’s just—I don’t know what’s wrong with him.

Deborah stands, looking out the Window; Meg’s outside, walking into the Hotel

Shirley – Any sign of either of them?

Deborah – No.

Deborah puts her hand over her mouth, beginning to cry. Shirley stands, hugging her from behind
