In the Hospital Ward with Elliot sat down at Meg’s bedside; they’re both looking at Doctor Warren, who’s stood by the door

Gemma looks at Liz in shock

Liz undoes her seatbelt, sighing 

In the Hospital Ward with Meg stood up, looking at herself in the Mirror. She lifts up her Gown; looking at herself in the Mirror again. Her Body is covered in Burns and she closes her eyes; breaking down in tears
