Mavis – Yeah—Yes, Eloise; I’m fine.

Mavis looks up at Eloise, smiling at her

Eloise – Are you sure?

Mavis – Of course I’m sure! Why? Don’t I look it?

Eloise – Yes, you look—

Eloise sits down next to Mavis on the sofa

Eloise – Grandma, you seem pale that’s all. 

Mavis – Well, I’m feeling fine, Eloise; don’t you worry!

Mavis smiles at Eloise and Eloise nods at her as she stands up, walking over to the door; turning to Mavis again

Eloise – Mum; she—She’s a good person. You do know that, don’t you?

Becky looks up at Kieran

Becky – Yeah, I—I’ve come back to where I need to be.

Kieran – Can you just—Look, Becky—

Becky – I’ll tell them that this isn’t your fault, Kieran.

Kieran – But it is though, isn’t it?

Becky – Kieran—

Kieran – Those Drugs; when you asked me to get you them, I—I shouldn’t have given you them, Becky. I shouldn’t have even got them in the first place; it—It’s—It was stupid of me. In fact, it’s the STUPIDEST thing I’ve ever done!

Derek – You clearly do, Becky! YOU’VE BEEN GONE FOR WEEKS!

Kieran – Dad—

Amanda sits down on a separate sofa to Becky, looking at her sadly
