Judy – My Son’s been—My Son; he—YOU DIDN’T TELL ME, DAD?!

Rick – Judy, please—

Judy – YOU DIDN’T TELL ME THAT HE’D GONE?!

Tom – There’s one more thing though; I got a phone call.

Rick – Who from?

Tom – The Police.

Judy puts her head in her hands as she breaksdown in tears; Katie puts her arm on Judy’s back, rubbing it as Rick looks at Tom nervously in horror
