Outside a café Liam parks Jason’s car on the side of a pavement; Liam’s sat down on the driver’s seat and Gemma’s sat down next to him on the passenger’s seat

Gemma – Thanks, Liam.

Liam – You should be thanking Jason; if he hadn’t given me his key before—You know? Then we’d be stuck, wouldn’t we?

Gemma – I’ll help pay for the repairs of your car, Liam; I promise, I—

Liam – There’s no need. Now go in there and see your Daughter again, yeah?

Liam smiles at Gemma and Gemma smiles back, putting one hand on his face; kissing his cheek before opening the door as she undoes her seatbelt; climbing out and slamming the door behind her, she looks through the window of the café before walking inside, opening the door; she looks around the café, seeing people wearing a ragged and ripped clothes sat down at tables, each with a cup of coffee in their hands, she looks around puzzled before walking over to the till; looking at a black-skinned Girl stood behind it

Marissa – I’m telling you the truth, Bronwyn.

Marissa stares at Bronwyn puzzled and Bronwyn looks back at her nervously

Doctor Martin – I know about what happened to Phillip, and I must say the odds of this happening twice in one family; two of which aren’t blood related are many millions to one.

Mavis – So—It’s—It’s like a ticking time-bomb; only inside my body, and there’s absolutely NOTHING to be done to prevent this thing; this—Progressive Supranuclear Palsy from taking over? You could lie to me, you could comfort me.

Doctor Martin – I’m afraid that I can’t lie about something this extreme, Mavis.

Mavis – Thank you for being honest with me.

Mavis stands, walking over to the door

Doctor Martin – Mavis—

Mavis turns to Doctor Martin, putting her hand on the door handle

Doctor Martin – We will support you; right until the end.

Mavis nods, swinging open the door before walking out to the corridor; exiting

In a café with Kylie stood up by the door, holding it open as the group of Homeless people walk out; Gemma’s stood by the till

Kylie continues to stare at Gemma madly as Gemma looks back at her nervously

In Derek’s living room with Diane and Basil sat down next to each other on the sofa on a separate sofa to Derek. Amanda enters, holding a tray with two cups of coffee; placing it on the table in front of Basil and Diane
Derek – Amanda, where’s my cuppa?

Amanda sighs, looking down at Derek

Amanda – Derek, I told you not to disturb Mum and Uncle Basil!

Derek – I’m not disturbing them; I’ve had a long day at work, alright? And I—

Basil – It’s fine, Amanda. Don’t you worry about—

Diane – No! No, Derek; listen to the skank, get out. 

Derek sighs madly, rolling his eyes as he stands, walking out to the corridor and into the kitchen; Amanda follows him, closing the living room door behind her before walking into the kitchen

Amanda – Derek?

Derek turns to Amanda, sighing sadly

Derek – I’m sorry, Amanda; I shouldn’t have reacted like that; I just—I’m just tired, that’s all.

Amanda sighs, walking up to Derek; putting her hand on his face

Amanda – I know you’re tired, and I know, and I—And I’m sorry.

 In Audrey’s flat – Bronwyn’s bedroom with Bronwyn sat down on the bed. Brandon enters, closing the door behind him
Brandon – Your Mum’s in a state.

Bronwyn – Alright, Dad; I don’t need you going on at me too.

Brandon kneels down in front of Bronwyn, grabbing hold of her hands

Brandon – You’re beautiful. You do know that, right?

Bronwyn – Yeah. Yeah, so you tell me every night.

Brandon – And what do you call me?

Bronwyn stays silent and Brandon holds her hands tighter

Brandon – Bron—

Bronwyn – Be honest with me.

Brandon looks at Bronwyn puzzled

Brandon – Be honest with you? Be honest with you about WHAT?

Brandon smiles at Bronwyn, still with a puzzled look on his face as Bronwyn stares at him madly with tears in her eyes

Kylie – They’re in Majorca to see family. What’s that got to do with you?

Brandon – I KNOW!

Eloise – The reason why you fell down the stairs; what did the Doctor say about—About it?

Mavis – They just said that my Heart was—That it was—It just went; it made me fall.

Eloise – Don’t lie to me, Grandma.

Mavis – Oh, here we go—

Eloise – Grandma, please—PLEASE tell me the truth; what did the Doctor say to you about what happened?

Mavis looks down at the lake as Eloise looks at her sadly
