Derek – I didn’t want to tell you about Riley, because I knew that you’d react like this, Amanda; we’re finally the way we used to be, and—In fact, I think that we’re the strongest we’ve ever been; in a relationship!

Amanda – Like I said, Derek; I’m not upset with you, alright? I’m not angry either, I’m just—I’m frustrated with you, I just want you to be HONEST with me, Derek; that’s all I want!

Derek – Honesty; that’s all you want from me?

Amanda – Well it would be a first, yes.

Derek – Then sit down, Amanda—No more secrets.

Amanda freezes, staring at Derek puzzled as Derek looks back at her nervously as he sighs sadly

Karen – So is everybody in this Hotel in on my “game,” are you?

Court – They mustn’t be; seeing as other people than me can see Alex’s so called “ghost.”

Karen – We can see Alex because he’s there, Court; he’s ALIVE! He was never dead in the first place, and I—

Court – You see, Mum? I’ve sussed you out; that’s why you’re coming up with these bizarre stories! So, please Mum—No more plans for me to go and see a Doctor, alright? I’m fine; I’m NORMAL!

Court smiles at Karen before walking into the staircase, exiting as Karen leans on the bar; sighing sadly
In the Marketplace with Meg stood at the clothes stall nearby Becky

Demi enters, walking out from the café; followed by Riley, she’s holding a cup of coffee

Demi – Look over there, Riley; it’s your little slapper. Are you both working together today, then?

Riley walks over to Becky at the clothes stall

Riley – Becky, why don’t you go down to the car lot?

Becky – OK, sure.

Becky walks away from the clothes stall towards the Hotel; blending in amongst the crowd

Meg – Riley, I—I’ve missed you, you know?

Riley – It’s not very often somebody says that to me. How have you been, Meg? I haven’t spoken to you for a while.

Meg – I—I’m helping Elliot cope; what about you?

Riley – I’m coping. I mean, I get the glare from randomer’s; people from the Hotel, but—I guess that’s beneficial for me as I’m not very sociable anyway.

Meg – I know how you really feel; you know why people don’t talk to you, Riley. It’s because of the raid; you being part of Lee’s gang, it—You’re not coping at all, Riley.

Chloe – Are you alright, Karen?

Karen – I’m fine, Chloe; I just need to make a call!

Chloe – Is this about—Court?

Karen – Chloe, please just—

Chloe – It’s okay. I’m on your side on this, alright? You’re trying to care for your daughter, and I—I would do anything to get Pippa to get her memory back again; get her better.

Karen – Chloe—

Chloe – Just do what’s best for you, Karen—And Court.

Chloe walks out to the bar, exiting. Karen puts the phone to her ear, taking a deep breath as she sighs nervously

In Derek’s living room with Derek and Amanda sat down on separate sofas
Amanda – So she’s your daughter too; Demi?

Derek – Yeah. 

Amanda – I—Hold on, so you knew that her and Kieran were brother and sister?

Derek – Yes. Yes, I did, Amanda.

Amanda – Why didn’t you say anything? You just—You let them have sex, Derek; you let them have a BABY together; Hope!

Derek – I know I did, but what did you expect me to say, Amanda? “You’re brother and sister,” just like that?!

Amanda – That’s not what I’m saying, Derek; I just—I want to know why you lied to me. I mean, Riley’s older than—Kieran, isn’t he; by two months?

Derek – Yes. 

Amanda – So you were jumping into bed with Ruby; getting her pregnant while—While you were with me?

Derek – You knew about the affair, Amanda; why are you questioning me now?

Amanda – Yeah, but you didn’t tell me that you had two more children; Demi and Riley!

Derek turns to Amanda, looking at her with tears in his eyes

Derek – Why do you love me so much? Why are you still with me after all this time; all the time I’ve betrayed you? Why, Amanda? WHY?!

Amanda – Because I understand, Derek; I—I understand why you don’t tell me these things.

Becky – He’s in prison, Riley; it’s highly unlikely.

Riley – I’ve been in prison; there are plenty of people who smuggle drugs in there.

Becky – What if they find out, Riley; my Mum and Dad?

Riley – Find out about what? That you’ve not even tried to stop taking crack?

Becky – No, I mean—Us. What if they find out?

Riley – Who knows? I mean—I can’t imagine either of them being too happy. Besides, it’s not exactly a relationship, is it? We don’t love each other.

Becky – But—You’ve helped me out a lot recently, Riley; and I—I don’t know what I’d be doing now without you.

Riley – Being a prostitute isn’t something to be proud of, Becky; you know that, don’t you?

Riley stands, putting the paperwork into a neat pile on Ryan’s desk as Becky spins the swivel chair she’s sat down on around; looking up at Riley

Riley looks down at Becky with a smirk on his face as he undoes his shirt buttons; Becky looks up at him, biting her lip as she smirks slightly at him

In the Dirty Duck Pub with Chloe stood behind the bar; Court is stood at the other end of the bar; standing behind it also. Chelsea enters, walking out from the staircase; standing behind the bar

Chloe – Where’s Johnny, Chelsea? You’re supposed to be looking after him.

Doctor Al – I’m not here to be served, Court; I’m here to speak to you; I got a phone call from your Mum.

Court – You—She did WHAT?!

Doctor Al – Do you mind if she speak somewhere more private, Courtney?

Court – Yeah. Yeah, alright; come upstairs.

Court walks into the staircase, exiting and Doctor Al walks into the staircase, exiting

Chloe – I think he knows what he’s doing.

Chelsea – Yeah, I bet he knows how to party too.

Chloe – What do you mean by that, Chelsea?

Chelsea – Have you seen his bum, Chloe?! It was literally—

Chloe – Do you know what? I thought that having a baby would change you for the better—How wrong I was.

Chloe walks into the staircase, exiting as Chelsea pours herself a glass of Tequila, sipping it as she laughs slightly

In Elliot’s living room with Elliot sat down on the sofa in the dark. Meg enters, looking down at him

Meg – You didn’t come down to the stall then?

Elliot – I gave you your answer before you left, Meg; I said “no;” can I say it any clearer, or—?

Meg – I’ve had sleepless nights, Elliot; do you want to know why?

Elliot – Well think how I feel, Meg; I’M THE ONE WHO’S JUST LOST A CLOSE FRIEND, AND I—

Meg – IT’S BECAUSE I’VE BEEN WORRIED, ELLIOT; I’VE BEEN WORRIED ABOUT YOU!

Meg looks down at Elliot madly with tears in her eyes

Meg – I know that you’re the one who’s lost someone; Sarah, but do you know what, Elliot? I’ve lost somebody too.

Elliot – You’ve lost nobody, Meg; not recently anyway! NOT THIS YEAR, BUT I—

Meg – I’VE LOST YOU!

Meg walks out to the corridor, exiting as a tear rolls down her cheek. Elliot looks down at the floor, putting his head in his hands as he sighs sadly 
In the Car Lot Office with Becky and Riley stood up kissing each other; Riley takes his shirt off, throwing it onto the floor; putting his hands on Becky’s face as they kiss

Becky – So—How much will I get for this session, Riley?

Riley – How much do you want in particular?

Becky – A tenner at least.

Riley – I’ll be generous; have twenty quid.

Becky smiles at Riley and they continue to kiss. Derek enters, looking at them kissing in horror; they stop kissing, turning to Derek as they pull themselves away from each other, Becky stares at Derek nervously in shock as Derek stares at Riley madly, shaking his head at him

On the Dirty Duck Pub landing with Karen stood outside the living room door, Court and Doctor Al enter; walking out from the living room

Doctor Al – So you can come down to my Office on Monday, right?

Court – I don’t see why not.

Doctor Al – I’ll look forward to seeing you; get your head sorted and back on track again.

Doctor Al smiles at Court before walking down the stairs, exiting; Court stares at Karen madly

In the Car Lot with Derek stood by the door looking at Becky and Riley madly in shock; Riley is doing his buttons of his shirt back up

Becky – We just kissed in the heat of the moment, Dad; it’s nothing, alright?!

Derek – This is why you asked if I was going to come here today, isn’t it? Because you wanted to know if you had privacy to pull your knickers off for HIM!

Becky – Do you know what? Riley’s helped me out a lot lately; in fact, he’s helped me out a LOT more than what you and Mum have done!

Riley – Becky—
