Episode 510

Oliver – Look Deborah, what I said yesterday; it was—

Deborah – It was bang out of order, that’s what it was.

Deborah stands, looking at Oliver madly

Deborah – Bronwyn is a troubled girl, Oliver; do you think that it was wise to—To manipulate her; make her feel worthless? 

Oliver – I didn’t make her feel worthless, all I did was—I planted that razorblade in her pills to see—To see if she could fight her demons; confront them! 

Deborah – Well next time, think before you do something to risk somebody’s life.

Deborah walks out to the corridor, exiting; there’s a door slam shortly after she walks out and Oliver rolls his eyes, sighing madly

In Rick’s living room with Judy and Tom sat down next to each other on a separate sofa to Chaddy and Katie; Gabriella is sat down on Tom’s knee and Connor is on the floor playing with some toys

Judy – So, what brings you here, Dad?

Tom – Oh nothing, I just wanted to see my family; that’s all!

Rick enters, standing at the door

Judy – Are you thirsty?

Tom – Oh go on then, stick the kettle on!

Chaddy – Grandma used to say that.

Tom smiles at Chaddy, putting his hand on his shoulder as he leans over to him

Judy – Rick, stick the kettle on, will you? 

Tom – One sugar only please.

Rick nods at Tom, walking out to the corridor and into the kitchen; turning the kettle on, boiling the water as Katie follows him inside

Katie – What were you and Ryan talking about out in the corridor?

Rick – What are you talking about, Katie?

Luna enters, walking over to the bar, standing opposite Lauren

Luna – Get us a glass of Lemonade and—And some whisky.

Luna – Just—Elliot, can you persuade her to see a Doctor or something? I—I’m worried about her.

Elliot – Alright then, I’ll see what I can do.

Elliot walks out to the Reception, exiting as Luna turns to Tori stood nearby her; Tori shrugs her shoulders at her

Tori – My lips are sealed, Luna.

Tori sips her glass of Orange Juice as Luna looks down at the bar, sighing sadly

In the Town with Vanessa pushing Jake down the pavement; he is sat down on his wheelchair

Jake – Do I have to come to the Salon with you, Mum?

Vanessa – Of course you don’t, you’re not my hostage, are you?

Vanessa lets go of the handles of Jake’s wheelchair and Jake turns around, facing her

Jake – I—Can you stop doing what you’re doing to Dad; making him look like a villain or something?

Vanessa – Well, what do you expect me to do?

Jake – Be truthful. Dad loved you before—Before the accident because you were loyal to him, and you were—

Izzy enters, walking down the pavement towards them

Vanessa – Do you want another burn on your body, Jake?

Jake – Izzy, what are you doing?!

Izzy stops by them, looking at Jake; smiling slightly

In the Club with Amy stood behind the bar with her mobile phone to her ear

Amy rolls her eyes, sighing madly

Amy – Oh, alright then; but if you let me down one more time—That’s it for you and this place.

Amy – Are you hear to apply for a job behind the bar? Because trust me, I’ll be reopening them again soon!

Kimberly – No, I’m—I’m not here for a job, Amy.

Amy – Then what are you here for? Because I’m closed.

Kimberly – I was wondering—Who do you think did it? Who do YOU think ran me over?

Amy – I don’t know; somebody who wants me to get payback?

Kimberly – It’s just—Amy, I think that I know who did it.

Amy – Let me guess—Sarah’s ghost?

Kimberly shakes her head at Amy, taking a deep breath as she sighs nervously

In the Park Izzy and Jake enter; Jake is still sat down on his wheelchair and they stop by a bench; Izzy sits down 

Jake – I’m sorry for your loss.

Izzy – What? 

Jake – Your cousin; I—I never met her, but I’m sure that she was tough, wasn’t she?

Izzy – To last as long as she did, I—Yeah. Yeah, she was tough.

Izzy smiles at Jake, looking at him with tears in her eyes

Jake – I’m sorry, I didn’t mean to—

Izzy – No, it’s fine. I’m sure that you’ve lost people in your family—Friends; people you loved.

Jake – I don’t have any friends.
Izzy – I’m sure you do, Jake; you—

Jake – No, I—I’ve been home schooled by my Mum my whole life, I—I’ve had quite a lonely life.

Izzy – I’m so sorry.

Jake – Don’t be. Don’t be sorry, Izzy; because I’ve found a new friend. 

Jake smiles at Izzy and Izzy smiles back, wiping a tear as it rolls down her cheek

In Elliot’s living room with Erin and Meg sat down on separate sofas; they’re watching TV. Meg is holding Lucy in her arms, looking down at her

Erin – I can’t wait for you to find that kids Mum and Dad, you know?

Meg – I’ve been stressed. 

Elliot enters, standing at the door

Meg – In fact, I was stressed BEFORE Lucy came along; I was stressed with Elliot’s GRIEF for Sarah!

Meg turns, seeing Elliot stood at the door; Elliot looks down at her, sighing sadly as Meg looks down at Lucy in her arm; sighing nervously

In the Town with Chaddy and Katie walking down the pavement towards the Club

Chaddy – Why are you following me around like some lost puppy, Katie?

Katie – Because I want to see what Dad’s asked you to do, Ryan; that’s why! 
Kimberly enters, walking out from the Club; Katie rolls her eyes at her

Katie – Oh god, look who it is; it’s the girl with the pig-nose.

Chaddy – Kimberly, what were you—

Kimberly – Get out of my way, Ryan!

Chaddy grabs hold of Kimberly’s arm as she tries to walk past him; turning her around to him

Chaddy – What did you say to Amy; what were you doing in there?!

Kimberly – I told her who you really are, Ryan; I told her the TRUTH!

Kimberly shoves past Chaddy, walking down the Town towards the Hotel; exiting

Chaddy – Go after her, will you?

Katie – WHAT?! Why me?!

Chaddy – Just—Just calm her down, alright?!

Katie rolls her eyes, turning around as Vanessa walks out from the Salon; bumping into her as Chaddy rushes towards the Club

Katie – DO YOU MIND GETTING IN MY WAY YOU CLUMSY TART?!

Katie stares at Vanessa madly, shoving past her as she rushes after  Kimberly down the Town towards the Hotel as Vanessa watches her; scoffing madly as she locks the Salon door with a key

In Elliot’s living room with Erin and Elliot stood up, looking at Meg stood in front of them as she puts Lucy down in a basket nearby her 

Erin – YOU HAVE INSOMNIA?!

Meg – No, I don’t have it; but I—I think that I have it.

Erin – WHAT?! AND YOU’D RATHER LET THIS—LET THIS BABY MAKE YOU ILL THAN RETURN HER TO HER REAL PARENTS, DO YOU?!

Meg – I AM her real parent; I AM HER MOTHER!

Erin – YEAH, IN YOUR LITTLE FANTASY-WORLD! Do you know what, Elliot? Good luck with her; she’s turning into some sort of kidnapper!

Erin walks out to the corridor, exiting; slamming the door behind her

Meg – I’m up for round two, Elliot; so come on—Tell me what a bad person I am; believing that I have some sort of illness.

Elliot – You’re not a bad person, you’re just—For the first time in your life, you’re putting yourself first, and that’s a good thing, that—

Meg – NO IT’S NOT! NO, IT’S NOT A GOOD THING, ELLIOT; I—I want to care for people; I want to LOOK OUT for people! And what am I doing? I’m—I’M MAKING SPECULATIONS ABOUT WHAT’S THE MATTER WITH ME, AND I—AND I CAN’T STOP IT, I CAN’T—ELLIOT, I—

Meg begins to breakdown in tears, beginning to cry as Elliot sighs, hugging her tightly as Meg hugs him back; breaking down in his arms 
In the Club Office with Amy stood up behind the desk; making the pile of paperwork look neater, she’s stood opposite Chaddy
Chaddy – What did she tell you?

Amy – Oh, Ryan; we really do have a lot to talk about!
Chaddy – WHAT DID KIMBERLY TELL YOU?!

Amy – She told me something about you, Ryan; something which she believes she “saw”.

Chaddy – What are you talking about? You of all people should know that Kimberly is—
Amy – She saw your car, Ryan. She—She saw your car hit me; run me down on the night I was ran over.

Chaddy freezes, staring at Amy puzzled; shaking his head at her

Chaddy – And you honestly believe this, do you?
Amy – With our family going the way it’s going, I don’t think that anything would surprise me.

Jake wheels himself into the living room as Izzy walks into the kitchen, seeing Vanessa stood up; leaning against the kitchen counter, Izzy smiles at her 
Izzy – What drinks have you got in? Jake told me to help myself, but I—

Vanessa – I did it, Izzy.

Izzy stares at Vanessa puzzled as Vanessa turns to her

Vanessa – I ran him down; put him in a wheelchair.

Izzy – That—That’s not funny.
