Episode 538
In the Garage with Hannah sat down on the chair; Adam is sat down behind her on his wheelchair, sticking them together with Sellotape

Hannah – What is this about, then; the fact that I’ve “stolen” Pippa from you?

Adam – No, I’m just showing you what could happen to you if you did choose to marry Pippa.

Hannah – I AM marrying Pippa; I love her.

Adam wheels himself around Hannah; sitting down in front of her

Adam – You see that cement mixer; the one which is turning, rotating around?

Hannah – Yeah, I do. What’s your point?

Adam – That mixer; it’s full of petrol, Hannah. And I know your darkest fear.

Hannah freezes, staring at Adam in horror as Adam looks back at her; smirking slightly

Outside the Church in the graveyard with Rani stood by Tirath’s grave, looking down at the gravestone madly; Aakar enters, walking over to her
Aakar – Rani, what are you doing? Everybody’s off back to the Hotel now.

Rani – “He made a few mistakes.” “No matter what he did, he was my Guru.” I’ve never felt so—So sick in my life, Aakar. I’ve never felt so sickened by the words you’ve said—Ever.

Aakar – What were you expecting me to say, Rani? “He was a disgusting man; I’m glad he’s dead, rotting in the ground!” IS THAT YOU WANTED TO HEAR, IS IT?!

Rani – WELL IT WOULD HAVE BEEN A START! He doesn’t deserve love; he doesn’t deserve anything GOOD to be said about him

Rani looks down at Tirath’s grave madly

Rani – I don’t care if you love him, Aakar; if he’s your “Guru.” For me; I’m glad is dead, I watched him die; and I hope he rots in HELL!

Rani Spits on Tirath’s grave and Aakar grabs her arms, pulling her away from Tirath’s grave madly

Aakar – RANI!

Aakar drags Rani towards their taxi which Kanvar and Nina are sat down in as he stares at her madly; dragging her to the taxi

In the Garage with Adam sat down on his wheelchair in front of Hannah; who’s tied onto a chair
Hannah – You think that I’m scared of you, Adam?

Adam – That’s not the plan.

Hannah – Then what’s all this? You’ve tied me to a chair; sitting down in front of me in your wheelchair. 

Adam – And are you scared?

Hannah – I’m not scared of you.

Adam – So—What are you scared of?

Hannah stays silent, staring at Adam madly; she has tears in her eyes and Adam smirks slightly; putting his hand on her face

Adam – What are you doing, Hannah? What are you doing running after girls, eh?

Hannah – I’m not “running after girls;” I’m in love.

Adam – “In love”? What’s the meaning of “love,” Hannah? What’s the definition of it?

Hannah – It means that you want to be with them forever, Adam; you should try it.

Adam – Do you know who I’ve set my eyes on? Do you want to know who I—Who I want to make love with?

Hannah – I’d rather not know your love life, Adam; I—



Adam – I can put tape over your mouth, Hannah; although, that would mean that you wouldn’t be able to breathe in the smoke from the fire which I start. I’ve set my sights on you.

Adam leans towards Hannah; still with his hand on her face, pressing his lips against her neck as a tear rolls down Hannah’s cheek

Hannah – Whatever—Whatever you’re planning to do, Adam; I—Whatever you’re planning to do me, then just do it quickly, alright? Do it quickly; put me—

Adam – Right—I want to make a deal with you.

Adam moves away from Hannah; looking at her madly

Adam – I want to make a deal with you; one which could save your life.

Hannah – What—What sort of deal would that be?

Adam – I don’t burn you alive; cover you in the pit with petrol, set you alight; break Pippa’s heart ONLY if—Only if you do as I say. You get down on the floor; I don’t care if your face is bloody, if you’re wounded; I—Actually, I do care; I want your body to be clean now, don’t I? 

Hannah – What are you going—What are you going to do to me?

Adam – Get on the floor and find out.

Hannah nods at Adam as a tear rolls down her cheek before she struggles to stand up; her legs are stuck together by Sellotape and she immediately falls to the floor, hitting her head on the floor; letting out a scream and a groan as Adam wheels himself nearer to her, looking down at her; smirking slightly

In the Church graveyard – Jessa and Ranveer enter, walking over to Tirath’s grave; they look down the unburied grave at Tirath’s coffin
Jessa – Ranveer, I—I’m still not too sure about this, I—

Ranveer looks at Jessa, sighing sadly

Ranveer – Look—Look, Jessa; we need to do this. We—

Jessa – No. No, Ranveer; we don’t—We don’t “NEED” to do anything! What if people see us do—Do this? What do we say?

Ranveer – We—

Jessa – What if people walk or drive by? I—I’m not going down for murder, alright? I’m not going down for something which I didn’t do, Ranveer; I—

Ranveer – That’s just it, Jessa. That’s just it.

Ranveer stares at Jessa madly as Jessa stares back at him puzzled

Ranveer – You’re walking around; acting like you’re innocent in all of this! You—You hated him, Jessa! YOU HATEDH IM AS MUCH AS THE NEXT PERSON; YOU—

Jessa – YES, I HATED TIRATH BAINES; I’LL ADMIT IT, I’D SAY IT TO HIS FACE IF I COULD! BUT I—BUT I CAN’T, CAN I? I CAN’T TELL HIM BECAUSE HE’S DEAD, BUT I—Ranveer, on the night which he died, I—I bumped into him in the Town, and I—He was wounded; he was—He was hurt. He was groaning in pain; begging me for help, crying; and then he just—I told him the truth, Ranveer. I told him the TRUTH!

Ranveer – What “truth”?

Jessa – That I hated him; that I—That I was glad to see him in the state which he was in; I—And that was it. That was the last time I saw him, but I’m no murderer, alright? I’m no—I’m no murderer.

Jessa looks at Ranveer as a tear rolls down her cheek; Ranveer sighs sadly, putting his hands on her face

Ranveer – I’m sorry. I’m sorry if—I’m sorry that I’m not being myself recently, but he—I told him that if he died I’d burn his body; he doesn’t deserve to be buried, he doesn’t deserve to be respected; he—He deserves to be burned; dead or alive.
Jessa nods at Ranveer as a tear rolls down his cheek

Jessa – Then let the bomb fire begin.

Jessa stares at Ranveer, wiping her tears as Ranveer takes his hands away from her face; smiling at her 

In Aakar’s living room with Rani sat down on the sofa. Aakar enters, followed by Laila; who looks down at Rani madly

Laila – Are you completely MAD?!

Rani – Not now, Mum; I’ve got a banging headache.

Laila – You’ll be banged up before you know it if your behaviour continues the way it has been doing. 

Aakar – Look, Laila; she—She was just angry with what I said at my Guru’s funeral; in my speech.

Laila – I don’t care; none of that matters. Rani, I know where you were that night; the night which Tirath died, you—You followed him.

Rani – How do you know that, Laila?

Laila – It doesn’t matter how I know. What does matter is the way you’re behaving; spitting on a dead man’s grave is unacceptable.
Rani stands, staring at Laila madly

Rani – I did it because he’s where he deserves to be, Mum; rotting in the ground.

Rani walks out to the corridor, exiting as Laila looks at Aakar stood nearby her; taking a deep breath as she sighs sadly

Outside the Church in the graveyard with Ranveer and Jessa stood on opposite sides of Tirath’s grave; pulling Tirath’s coffin out from it; Ranveer moves onto the side of the grave which Jessa is stood on; gently placing the coffin onto the ground

Ranveer – Right—Right, we need to get his body out quickly, and we—

Jessa – And where do we take the body, Ranveer? Where do we burn the body?

Ranveer – We drag his body into the Forest nearby, and then we burn it; stay there until there’s nothing but Tirath Baines’ ashes.

Jessa – Are—Are you completely mad, Ranveer?! ARE YOU ACTUALLY MAD?! 

Ranveer – YES, I AM MAD, JESSA. I’VE BEEN A MAD PERSON FOR A VERY LONG TIME; GROWING UP IN THE SAME FAMILY AS TWO ABUSIVE MEN WHEN THIS WHOLE TIME; THE MAN IN THIS COFFIN IS THE CAUSE OF ALL OF THE HELL IN MY FAMILY; THE HELL IN YOUR FAMILY, HE—He deserves this. HE DESERVES THIS, JESSA!

Jessa grabs hold of the coffin lid; revealing Tirath’s corpse, placing it on the floor nearby the coffin, staring at Ranveer madly

Jessa – COME ON THEN, RANVEER! COME ON; CARRY HIS BODY OUT OF THE COFFIN! GO ON, DO IT; LET’S GET THIS OVER AND DONE WITH, SHALL WE?! 

Jessa breathes heavily, staring at Ranveer madly with tears in her eyes as Ranveer looks back at her madly

In the Garage with Adam sat down on his wheelchair, looking down at Hannah laid down on the floor; her wrists are stuck together, aswell as her ankles

Hannah – Adam—Adam, please—Please don’t kill me. PLEASE DON’T KILL ME!

Adam – I’m not going to kill you. Well, not unless you force me to.

Hannah – I—I’m engaged, Adam. I’m engaged; just—Look at my finger; LOOK AT THE RING ON THE FINGER!

Adam leans down to Hannah, grabbing hold of her hand which she’s wearing an engagement ring on as Hannah begins to cry; tears stream down her cheeks

Hannah – I just want to get married; have the perfect day with Pippa, and then I—Then I’ll leave; I’ll leave with her, I’ll—

Adam – No. No, you won’t leave with Pippa; you won’t take her anywhere. In fact, you won’t even get married to her if you continue to give me a headache.

Adam takes the engagement ring off from Hannah’s finger; looking at it as he smirks slightly
In a Forest with Jessa and Ranveer carrying Tirath’s corpse; they place him on the floor in between them, Ranveer is holding a petrol can by the handle, placing it down nearby Tirath’s corpse

Jessa – What if—What if they look inside the coffin, Ranveer?

Ranveer – They won’t do.

Jessa – How can you be so sure, Ranveer? How—HOW CAN YOU BE SO SURE?!

Ranveer – Because I know, alright? Now let’s just—Let’s just pour petrol over him, and we’ll—We’ll set him on fire, alright? We’ll set him alight; just like we planned.

Jessa – And the fire, Ranveer; what if—What if it gets too big? What if it burns the whole Forest down and attracts attention? WHAT THEN?!

Jessa stares at Ranveer madly with tears in her eyes

Ranveer – That won’t happen, Jessa; it’s spitting tonight; it’ll take the fire down.

Jessa – I just—I just don’t want either of us going down for this; I don’t want either of us getting sent down for your Grandad’s murder, I—

Ranveer walks over to Jessa, putting his hands on her face

Ranveer – Jessa—Jessa, I promise that neither of us are going down for murder, alright? NEITHER OF US!

Jessa – We have two kids at home, Ranveer; TWO BEAUTIFUL CHILDREN, TWO—Two children which have a whole life ahead of them. What if—What if what you say won’t happen does, and one of us or—Or even BOTH of us get sent down; taken down to the station for this?

Ranveer – I—

Jessa – Inder and Leela; what if they—What if they get brought up by strangers? What if they don’t ever see their Mum and Dad; their Mummy and Daddy in their childhood or in their adult years? What then?
Ranveer – I promise to you, Jessa; I SWEAR to you that our children; both of them, they won’t get brought up with strangers, but they—This is a risk we’re going to have to take, Jessa. This is a RISK where you’re going to have to trust me, alright?

Jessa – I—Ranveer, I don’t know if this—

Ranveer – If you get sent down for this, then I’ll get you out of it; I’ll get your name cleared even if you did do it, Jessa; our children will grow up with at least one of their parents. Do you understand, Jessa? There isn’t an option; there’s no going back, not anymore. 

Jessa – OK. OK, there—You’re right, Ranveer. There’s no going back.

Jessa looks down at the petrol can on the floor, taking a deep breath as she sighs nervously

In the Garage with Adam sat down on his wheelchair, looking down at Hannah laid down by the pit; her wrists and ankles are no longer taped together 

Adam – Go down there; in the pit.

Hannah – Do I really have a choice?

Adam – Just go down.

Hannah takes a deep breath, sighing sadly as she falls down the edge of the pit; groaning in pain as she hits the floor

Hannah – What—What now? Are you going to bury me in cement; leave me to die?

Adam – Don’t you remember what I told you, Hannah?

Adam wheels himself over to the cement mixer, hovering his finger over the power button

Adam – This is full of petrol.

Adam turns the cement mixer on; making it pour petrol down the pit over Hannah at the bottom of it; he stops it as all of the petrol pours out, taking out a packet of matches from his pocket; looking down at Hannah at the bottom of the pit

Hannah – Please—PLEASE DON’T DO THIS, ADAM; PLEASE JUST—

Hannah begins to cry loudly, breaking down in tears

Hannah – DON’T KILL ME! DON’T KILL ME; JUST—JUST LET ME LIVE MY LIFE, ALRIGHT?! DO WHATEVER YOU WANT TO ME, JUST—JUST DON’T KILL ME; NOT LIKE THIS, DON’T—

Adam – Time’s up.

Adam lights a match; looking down at Hannah at the bottom of the pit, smirking slightly

Hannah – No—NO! NO!

Adam drops the lit match down into the pit; Hannah lets out a scream as it hits the ground nearby her; the petrol is revealed to be water

Adam – It’s just water.

Hannah closes her eyes, breaking down in tears as Adam laughs slightly, smirking down at Hannah in the pit

In the Forest with Ranveer and Jessa stood over Tirath’s body; Ranveer is pouring petrol from the can over him as Jessa takes a packet of matches out; taking a match out from it

Jessa – That’s enough petrol, Ranveer; that—That’s enough.

Ranveer throws the petrol can into the trees; making it unseen before he looks at Jessa as she lights the match

Ranveer – Burn him.

Jessa nods at Ranveer, dropping the lit match on Tirath’s body; setting him alight, they both look down at Tirath’s body as it begins to burn where the petrol was poured. Ranveer walks over to Jessa, putting his hand around her; taking a deep breath as he sighs, looking down at Tirath’s body as it burns

Ranveer – I love you, Jessa Kapoor.

Jessa – It’s “Jessa Baines.”

Ranveer looks at Jessa, putting his hands on her face as they kiss each other passionately as Tirath’s body burns nearby them

In the Garage with Adam sat down on his wheelchair; Hannah climbs out from the pit; she has tears streaming down her face, looking down at Adam madly

Adam – It was all a joke.

Hannah punches Adam across the face, looking down at him madly

Hannah – Rot in hell.

Adam picks up a spanner nearby him; hitting Hannah with it across the waist, making her fall to the floor as she lets out a scream as he scoffs, laughing slightly

Adam – We still have some unfinished business, Hannah.

Hannah – What—What are you going to do?

Adam – Take your clothes off.

Adam takes his belt off; throwing it to the floor as he looks down at Hannah madly

Adam – GO ON, HANNAH; TAKE YOUR CLOTHES OFF!

Hannah – I—I am not going to take my clothes off for a man like you, alright? I would NEVER betray Pippa, I—

Adam pulls himself off from his wheelchair; falling on the floor nearby Hannah; stroking her hair

Adam – What I’m going to do to you, Hannah; it’s not cruel, it’s not—It’s not evil. It’s love. 

Hannah – Just—Just—Just don’t hurt me, Adam; please don’t—

Adam – Earlier you asked me who I have my sights on; who I want. Hannah—I want YOU.

Adam begins to rub Hannah’s leg as she closes her eyes, breaking down in tears as tears stream down her cheeks. Outside the Garage; Hannah’s cries are heard coming from behind the Garage door 
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
