Sasha – Meg!
Laura – No... I-I don’t know.
Sasha – Right, get Amy to check if she’s in her flat!
Sasha walks to the mirror, pulling out a black dress
Laura – What are you doing?
Sasha – Getting ready for the funeral!

In Sophs’ flat with Sophs sat down. Ryan enters, closing the door behind him
Sophs – I’ve bought the Pub off Lauren, y’know?
Ryan – Since when?
Sophs – Since an hour ago. 
Ryan – Well, when are you moving in?
Sophs – When Ian’s death has calmed down a bit.
Ryan – It’ll never calm down for Court’s family!
Sophs stands
Sophs – What the hell is wrong with you? Why do you always have a go at me for NO REASON?!
Ryan – I’m not! 
Sophs – Well, why are you here?! Because I want some drama!
Ryan – I proposed to Jasmine!
Sophs – Wh-What?
Ryan – I proposed to Jasmine; and she said yes. I’m getting married!
Sophs stares at Ryan in shock and Ryan places an envelope on the table
Ryan – It’s the invitation for the wedding... If you wanna come, it’s there if you need it.
Ryan exits, closing the door calmly

In Meg’s flat with Luna, Elliot and Meg. Meg’s in a Black Dress and Elliot’s wearing a Black Suit
Meg – I just need some male company! 
Luna – You’re taking my friend away from me! 
Meg – No, I’m not! Tell her, Elliot!
Elliot – Well... I didn’t really know Lucy all that well.
Meg – You’re actually kidding me.
Luna – See! You can tell he obviously can’t be bothered to go! 
Elliot – Well—
Meg – Who even let you in the flat anyway? 
Luna – I did!
Meg – Oh, get out!
Amy enters 
Amy – Meg! Thank god you’re not gone!
Meg – Why are you here, Amy?
Luna – Right, fine! I’m alright with Elliot going to the funeral with you, as long as you don’t take five billion hours!
Elliot – Thanks, Luna.
Elliot hugs Luna and Luna smiles and exits
Amy - Why didn’t you tell Sasha what time the funeral was?
Meg – I have some obvious reasons...
Amy – And what’re they?
Meg – Because she’ll obviously cause drama at the funeral. She wants hell to break loose!
Amy – No she doesn’t!
Meg – Yes she does! Now, Elliot, come on!
Meg exits
Amy – Elliot, talk to her—
Elliot – I can’t, Amy... I-I’m sorry.
Elliot exits and Amy sighs 

In the Dirty Duck Pub upstairs living room with Court, Karen and Emma facing Lauren
Lauren – I sold the Pub to Sophs.
Karen – You did WHAT?!
Lauren – I sold the Dirty Duck to Sophs!
Karen – Th-That’s stupid!
Lauren – I can’t afford it at the minute, Karen! I can buy it back whenever I like!
Emma sits down
Emma – This means to widescreen TV, doesn’t it?
Court – Mhm.
Lauren – I-I’m really sorry, guys!
Emma – I hate you!
Emma exits, slamming the door behind her
Court – You just got back, Lauren! We were just settling in again!
Lauren – I can’t help it if I’m skint! I can’t afford the Pub anymore!
Court – Well, what about Uncle Ian’s funeral? How will we cope after that in some stuffed up flat?
Lauren – We’re leaving when things settle down about Ian.
Court – Right, okay, so where are we gonna live when we leave the Pub?
Karen – We can move back into Ian’s old flat... As a family.
Lauren – I’ll look for Jay again. I’ll apologise. I’m sorry for doing this to your family, Karen.
Karen – No... I mean, as a FAMILY.
Lauren – Wh-What?
Karen – We’re practically a family, Lauren! 
Lauren hugs Karen
Lauren – Thank you!
Court smiles at Lauren and Karen smiles hugging Lauren

In Amy’s flat with Amy facing Sasha and Laura. Sasha’s wearing a Black Dress
Sasha – What do you mean she said I’ll cause drama?!
Amy – She said that you’d cause drama for Peter!
Sasha – Wh-What the hell?! I thought she was against Peter! I-I thought she was my friend!
Laura – She never said she was siding with Peter; she’s just worried about you causing trouble!
Sasha picks up her bag
Sasha – Well, I have to go to the church and grieve for Lucy!
Laura – I’ll take you!
Sasha – No, you can’t! I’ll drive there myself...
Amy – G-Good luck, Sasha.
Sasha smiles at them and exits

In Ryan’s flat with Ryan, Jasmine throws her suitcases on the floor and kisses Ryan
Jasmine – Mrs Lanbert... Jasmine Lanbert... Mrs Jasmine Lanbert... It’ll take a while to get used to.
Ryan – I think that’s what Lauren thought when she was marrying Alex!
Jasmine – Wh-Who are they again?
Ryan – Never mind!
Ryan kisses Jasmine and Jasmine pulls out a bottle of champagne
Jasmine – I bought this in case you wanted to have some drink in bed...
Ryan – You sure?
Jasmine – Positive.
They kiss

In Peter’s home with Peter facing Meg and Elliot. Peter passes Meg and Elliot cup of teas
Elliot – Meg was hoping to meet Lucy’s brother...
Peter – He’s having an operation. He should be out by next week; he’s gutted about missing the funeral. Last time I saw him on his two feet, we were planning his wedding.
Elliot – It couldn’t have been easy for the last couple of weeks.
Peter – Organising today’s given me something to focus on.
Elliot – We didn’t know Lucy very long... She really was a special girl.
Elliot turns to Meg
Elliot – Wasn’t she, Meg?
Meg nods
Peter – Excuse me... I need to prepare the sandwiches.
Peter exits 
Meg – Why did we have to get here so early?
Elliot – So we could have plenty of time to settle in.
Meg turns and there’s a picture of Lucy when she was a teenager. Elliot points at a certificate for clarinet
Elliot – Bet you didn’t know that, did you? Grade four clarinet...
Meg – Peter! 
Peter enters
Meg – Do you mind if we go to the church now?
Peter – Well, do you know how to get there?
Meg – We’ve been there enough times for a recent funeral.
Peter – Okay! Sure!
Elliot and Meg exit

In Ryan’s bedroom with Ryan and Jasmine kissing
Jasmine – I-I love you, Ryan...
Ryan – I love you too.
There’s knocking at the door
Ryan – Who could that be?
Jasmine – Answer it... But get decent first...
Ryan – Right, okay.

In the hallways with Sophs at Ryan’s flat door, she knocks on it
Sophs – Come on, Ryan, answer!
Ryan opens the door 
Sophs – Here’s your shreddies!
Sophs sprinkles the shredded bits of the invitation on the floor
Ryan – Sophs—
Sophs – Forget the funeral... Forget our friendship... Forget EVERYHING!
Sophs exits and Ryan sighs

At the Church graveyard with Meg kneeled down holding a red box by Lucy’s burial, she pulls out some pictures of her and Lucy together
Meg – It’s hard to know what to say, isn’t it? I don’t even know if you can hear me from where you are...
Meg laughs slightly
Meg – Just got a couple of bits here for you—
Meg looks inside her box
Meg – Just a few photos and stuff. There’s a broacher in here aswell.
Meg has tears in her eyes
Meg – I didn’t tell you; but I was planning for us to go on holiday. Just fancied a few of those big clubs in San Antonio. 
Meg sniffs
Meg – You’d of hated it... But you’d of gone just to keep me happy.
Meg laughs slightly
Meg – That’s the sort of friend you were. I just wish I could’ve been a bit more like you! Maybe if—Maybe if I was there that night then maybe...
Meg wipes her tears
Meg – I could’ve told you that you don’t need Sasha to be happy! Cos you’ve got me, haven’t you?
Meg has tears in her eyes again
Meg – Didn’t get a chance to say that, did I? If I had, then I wouldn’t be sitting here putting things in a box. 
Meg sniffs and wipes her tears
Meg – Look at me, getting all upset. You’d think I’d be used to this by now, wouldn’t you? Everyone who I ever love leave... Why should you be any different? 
Meg laughs slightly, with tears in her eyes
Meg – There’s a little prayer here from Audrey... I’ll explain who she is some other time. I could use it as a bookmark or something. 
Someone enters and walks to Meg. Meg puts the stuff back into the box
Meg – I’m just coming, Elliot. 
Meg looks up and Sasha’s stood in front of her. Meg stands and begins walking away from Sasha. Sasha follows her
Sasha – I came to say goodbye.
Meg – Say it then, and go, cos you’re not welcome here.
Sasha – She was my daughter, Meg, my little girl; and I didn’t even know! 
Meg – And whose faults that then, eh?
Sasha – Well, she didn’t even tell me who she was! 
Meg – Can you blame her? How she built you up to be this saint, and what did she get?
Nearby the door of the Church, Meg stops walking
Meg – Exactly.
Meg continues walking, Sasha follows her
Sasha – Well, how long did you know for?
Meg – Couple of weeks.
Sasha – And you didn’t even think to tell me?
Meg – What, and let you and your friends destroy her?
Meg stops walking and turns to Sasha
Meg – That’s what this whole group do best, isn’t it? They chew people up and spit them out. I mean, they did it to Sophinne, so it was only a matter of time before they did it to Lucy. Do you know what? She was actually gonna tell you. She had it all planned out; she knew exactly what she was gonna say! And you declined her nursery job offer... You broke her heart that night, Sasha. 
Two men walk past them and walk outside the door. Elliot’s at the door with a crowd of people
Sasha – “Be kind to yourself” that’s what Audrey said.
Meg – So it’s her fault now, is it?
Sasha – If I’d know, Meg, if Lucy had told me sooner; then we wouldn’t be standing here. And I’d have my baby back. If I could change things I would, Meg... But it’s too late, I can’t. 
Meg – Well, you’re here now... That’s all that matters. 
Sasha – What’s in that box?
Meg – Oh, just a few bits... Bit silly really.
Meg opens the box and passes Sasha a picture of Meg and Lucy. Sasha smiles and four men walk past them holding a coffin. Peter slowly walks past them, glaring at them both, followed by a group of people. Meg closes the box and begins walking to the door, Sasha follows her. Elliot walks to Meg

Sasha – I’ll see you inside.
Meg walks into the Church
Peter – You’re not welcome here.
Sasha – Please, Peter.
Peter – What I’ll never understand... Is how my beautiful little girl ended up with you as a mother.
Peter walks to the doors, and Sasha walks to the doorway. Peter slams the door and Sasha looks at the door sadly
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
