Deborah stares at David madly with tears in her eyes as David takes a deep breath, sighing sadly

David – He was a mate of mine; a good one, in fact.

Deborah – So you knew that your family, that your friends, that Meg knew about you being “dead”?

David – Yes, I did.

Deborah punches David across the face, staring at him madly

Deborah – You—You have a LOT of explaining to do, David! YOU HAVE A LOT OF EXPLAINING TO DO, DO YOU HEAR ME?!

Deborah stares at David madly, breathing heavily with tears in her eyes as David looks at her sadly

Dhaya – He’s coming home, Seva!

Seva – What? You mean—Now?

Dhaya puts the phone down on the table, smiling at Seva

Dhaya – My baby boy is coming home!

Dhaya laughs as she hugs Seva. Seva also laughs slightly, hugging Dhaya back as he looks over her shoulder, smiling slightly

In David’s living room with David and Deborah sat down on separate sofas

Deborah – Oh, you’re not going anywhere; not AGAIN!
Deborah stares at David madly with tears in her eyes

Deborah – That friend of yours; what was his name?

David – That doesn’t matter, I—I don’t even speak to him anymore, Deborah!

Deborah – You obviously do, David. I’m not THICK, alright?!

David – I just—I tried ringing you, you know? I did! 

David looks at Deborah as a tear rolls down his cheek. Deborah scoffs, shaking her head at him

Marissa – I need your help, John. I—I really need your help.

John – That’s what you said last time, do you remember?

John sits down next to Marissa on the sofa, staring at her madly

John – Only you threw me out; you chose HIM over me, you chose Brandon over me!

Marissa – I didn’t choose ANYBODY, John. That’s what you don’t understand, that’s what you—

Audrey enters, looking down at John madly

Audrey – Dear, what is HE doing here?

John slowly stands, staring at Audrey nervously as Marissa takes a deep breath, sighing sadly

Outside the Hotel in the Car Park with Fareed helping Aakar out from the back of a taxi. Rani is stood by the taxi, giving the taxi driver a five pound note

Rani – Thank you!

The taxi drives out from the car park, away from the Hotel

Fareed – Do you want me to help you into the Hotel?

Aakar – No, Fareed; it’s—It’s fine. 

Amy enters, walking out from the Hotel over to them

Amy – Welcome home, ‘Guru’.

Aakar – Thank you, Amy.

Aakar smiles at Amy before Rani leads him towards the Hotel. Amy looks at Fareed

Amy – Does he know about my miscarriage?

Fareed – Yeah, he does. But he doesn’t know about the attempted murder—Yet.

Amy – Are you being serious? I’m going to be “Amy Baines” soon; which my family won’t be very happy about, by the way! So, what’s the problem now?

Fareed – Just go to the Club, will you?

Fareed stares at Amy madly before he walks towards the Hotel. Amy scoffs, rolling her eyes before she walks into the Town, exiting

In Audrey’s kitchen with John stood up, leaning on the kitchen counter. Audrey enters, closing the door behind her

John – After all those times you met up with me since I was last here, you STILL push me away. I don’t get it, Mum; what is it that you actually want from me? Do you want me to go away or stay exactly where I am?
Audrey – I’d rather you go back to the way you WERE; when you were young!

Audrey stares at John madly with tears in her eyes

Audrey – That’s exactly how I want things to be; to go back to the way they were before! But I can’t get everything I want, can I? And neither can you.

John stands, staring at Audrey madly

John – She loves me; Marissa. She has a thing for me.

Audrey – Oh, she’ll see your true colours soon enough, John.

John – Is that so?

Audrey – Yes, it is “so”. Because no matter how much you try—She will ALWAYS have a soft-spot for Brandon, and I hate that. I hate the fact that she’s gotten caught inbetween two brothers; you and Brandon. I bet it’s a nightmare.

Audrey stares at John madly, turning the kettle on; boiling the water

Audrey – Close the door on yourway out, will you?

Audrey swings open a cupboard door as John stares at her for a few seconds before walking out to the corridor, exiting; there’s a door slam shortly after he walks out and Audrey takes a deep breath, sighing sadly 

In Deborah’s living room with Niki and Richard sat down on the sofa kissing each other passionately

Niki – Husband—

Richard – I told you; none of this!

Niki – Oh come on, you’ve seen it on the romantic films!

Richard – “Romantic films”? We never watch them together!

Niki – Alright then, spoil-sport!

Niki laughs slightly as she continues to watch the TV. Ellie enters, looking down at them

Ellie – I’ve been on the phone to Kirk for HOURS, and—

Niki – I could hear everything, Ellie; no need to fill us in! But I’m sure Shirley will want to hear about this!

Izzy enters, followed by Shirley

Shirley – I’ll “want” to hear about what?

Niki – Oh nothing, Shirley!

Izzy – Where’s Mum?

Shirley – I’m not sure; Jamie told me that she asked for his flat keys earlier. I wonder if she’s there?

Izzy – Why—Why would she be in Jamie’s old flat?

Shirley – I guess that it’s for me to find out, seeing as Romeo and Juliet here are getting comfortable on MY furniture!

Shirley looks down at Niki and Richard madly before she walks out to the corridor, exiting. Richard and Niki laugh slightly as Ellie begins to laugh. Izzy smiles slightly, laughing silently

In David’s living room with Deborah and David sat down next to each other on the sofa

David – I—

Deborah – It’s okay, David; take your time. It’s not like we’ve suffered while you’ve been—“Dead”.

David – I’m trying to find the words to say, Deborah, but I can’t! I can’t find anything to say; it won’t come out right, I—

David puts his hand on his head as he takes a deep breath, sighing sadly

David – How long do I have to stay in here for; locked away from Mum?

Deborah – Do you know what? I don’t know. But I’m not having her see you, not now; it would be too much for her.

David – It would give her some happiness in her—

Deborah – She saw that video, you know? That video of you and your friend mocking her; doing a “silly” rap about her. It broke it her heart. It really did break her heart, David.

David – You mean that she’s been on my laptop?

David freezes, staring at Deborah in horror
