In the living room of a bungalow with Laila stood up, looking out at her car which is parked outside the bungalow; Yashdeep is stood nearby her 
Yashdeep – Maya doesn’t want to see you, so I’d get out if I were you.

Laila turns to Yashdeep, rolling her eyes at him

Laila – I don’t need to answer to you, Yashdeep. I just need to speak to Maya; I NEED to see her! And I know that she’s here.

Yashdeep – Yeah, alright—

Laila – I can see her stood out in the corridor.

Laila looks out at the corridor madly as Maya slowly enters, standing in the doorway

Maya – What the hell has taken you so long?
Maya stares at Laila madly as Laila takes a deep breath, sighing nervously

In Naveen’s living room with Rani sat down on the sofa. Naveen is stood up, looking down at her

Naveen – Don’t accuse me of sinning again, Rani; do you hear me?

Rani – We’re human, Guru; WE’VE ALL SINNED! We’ve all sinned; I pretended that I was DEAD, for god’s sake! 

Naveen – Yeah, and you robbed me, you robbed your brother from the TRUTH about you AND your Mum being alive all of those years!

Rani – Did you not hear a word I told you before? Were—Oh, my god; you don’t care, do you?

Rani stands, staring at Naveen madly

Rani – Whoever killed Tirath, I—I wish they killed you instead, Guru. I WISH that they killed you instead of him.

Naveen – Rani, you don’t—

Rani storms out to the corridor, exiting; there’s a door slam shortly after she walks out and Naveen picks up his glass of Orange Juice; he stares at it before throwing it across the room, smashing it on the floor as he takes a deep breath, sighing madly

In Maya’s bungalow – living room – with Maya and Yashdeep stood nearby each other looking at Laila stood in front of her

Laila – I’ve been—I’ve been dealing with a few things, alright? I’ve been fixing myself together again.

Maya – You abandoned me, Mum. You abandoned me for—Do you know what? I don’t even know how long it’s been! How long has it been, Yashdeep?

Yashdeep – It’s been about eight months.

Yashdeep – *From the corridor* Who the hell are you? What are you—HEY!

There’s a door slam coming from the corridor and Kanvar enters, standing by the door; he stares at Maya with tears in his eyes

Laila – I don’t need help. What I do need is for you two to—I need you two to bond; to get to know each other. You have a LOT of catching up to do.

Laila stands as Kanvar looks up at Laila

Kanvar – Where are you going, Mum?

Laila – I’ll be outside in the car, I—

Maya stands, walking up to Laila; staring at her with tears in her eyes

Maya – Don’t ever—Don’t you ever leave me again like that, alright? Not for that long.

Laila – Don’t you worry. I won’t ever leave you again.

Laila and Maya hug each other as Laila looks down at Kanvar, smiling at him as a tear rolls down her cheek 

In Aakar’s living room with Aakar sat down on the sofa watching TV. Rani enters, holding a cup of coffee; she places it on the table in front of Aakar before she sits down on the sofa next to him

Rani – I asked Mum to tell Kanvar everything about—About Maya.

Aakar – Maya? She tried calling you the other day, you know? She said that she hadn’t heard from you in months, that she—

Rani – I know, Aakar. I know.

Rani looks at Aakar with tears in her eyes as Aakar takes a deep breath, sighing sadly

In Maya’s bungalow – living room – with Kanvar and Maya sat down next to each other on the sofa 

Maya – I haven’t seen Rani in months; almost a year. 

Kanvar – I—I’m sure she wants to see you; she’s just building a life at the Hotel, that’s all.

Maya – So Mum was staying at a Hotel this whole time? Typical of her, I guess.

Kanvar – She’s taken long enough to tell me about all what happened.
Maya – Has she told you much about me?

Kanvar – Nothing. She just told me about you an hour or so ago.

Maya – Please—Please don’t hate me.

Maya puts her hand over her mouth as she begins to cry, shaking her head

Kanvar – Why would I hate you, Maya? You’re my sister.

Somebody climbs out from their car as Laila’s car drives away and they close the door behind them. They walk towards the bungalow and there’s a door slam coming from the corridor
Yashdeep – *From the corridor* Yeah, they’re through there!

There are footsteps coming out from the corridor and Maya walks out to the corridor where Yashdeep is stood

Yashdeep – Why don’t you in there? They’ll need you too, Maya.

Yashdeep walks into the kitchen, exiting; closing the door behind him as a baby’s gurgling is heard coming from the door to Maya’s right. Maya walks into the room where a Nursery has been set up; a room with two cots as a man is stood up, holding a baby girl in his arms; a baby boy is laid down in one of the cots asleep

Maya – I—What are their names again, Sir?

?????? – Inder and Leela.

The man is revealed to be Naveen, he’s holding Leela in his arms and he turns to Maya, smiling at her

Naveen – Their names are Inder and Leela.

Maya freezes, taking a deep breath as she stares at Naveen nervously. Naveen smirks as he looks down at Leela in his arms 
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
